One of the definitions of the word new is òof recent ori-
ginó. 

The majority of the use in the Bible is coupled with good: 
Good News. From Old Testament  verses like Proverbs 
25:25 òLike cold water to a weary soul is good news from a 
distant landó, to New Testament proclamations of  Mat-
thew 9:35  òJesus went through all the towns and villages, 
teaching in their synagogues, proclaiming the good news of 
the kingdom and healing every disease and sickness.ó 

With the coming of the New Year, I have been thinking 
about the profound word NEW and how it has been over-
used to the point of losing its power.   New Yearõs resolu-
tions come and go, and no one really takes them seriously 
probably because there will always be next year to start 
over again. If you research the definition of resolution, one 
is òfirmness of purposeó.
